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English Essentials) which the Center has developed to preparg thegs
students for entrance to E110 requires formal registration: it carri
three credits and is graded on a Pass/¥Fail basis.

In addition, the Center attempts to develop sensitivity rtoward logical
connecticons between sentences in sequence,

Since the actual teaching of composition is the task of the EL10
instructor, the E 011 instructor concentrates primarilv on the sentence.
However, paragraphs and even essays are often required from E 011 students
because of the difficulty of correcting problems in a vacuum. The
Center feels that students can learn the concepts more readily if they
see them misused in their own writing.

The students (142 of them 4n Fall 1976) that Lhe Writing Center
finds itself responsible for are a diverse group—-male and female, black
and white, in-state and out-of-state, majoring in evervthing from agriculture
te zoology. The one thing they have in common is their lack of adequate
skills in the mechanies of writing. Their diagnostic essays reveal
severe problems in spelling, punctuatien, grammar, and syntax. The
follows ng examples, taken unchanged from student #ssays, dempnstrate
some @f these problems:

Television programs eleviate a lot of good and interesting points
because of the time [actor inmvalved. However, books tell the
whole truth and nething but the truth. Therefore, television
cdn act a part in a matter of seconds when in the book it might
take ten to fifteen minutes.

Althousgh the last example shows that re had gotten across
e idea of trausitions between sentences, tese students are clearly =sot
equipped to write on the college 1&le. The duty of the Writing Center iz te




take them and teach them to recognize what goes inte a good paragraph and tc
give them the necessary toolg to be able to write one.

The groups of four or fewer students are taught by the Writine Center
staff,; which includes both part-time Faculty and graduate students in Englis
on teaching assistantships. The individudl instructor determines el dos i
of the course for each of his groups. Thus, although the goals for E (11
are the same for all the groups, the methed of attaining them comprises a
wide wvariety of approdches, depending on both the proeclivities of the
instructor and, thanks to the small size of the classes, the specific needs
ef the studernts.

These students have been exposed somewhere glong the line to rules
of spelling, punctuation, grammar, and syntax, but the rules haven't
stuck. The problem the Writing Center instructors face is making them
stick this time. A student who thinks "the" is a verb needs a new way of
deciding what a verb is; a student who writes "Being worked to the Bones
from sun up to sun set without their normal diet a person couldn't
possibly keep their right frame of mind" needs to be taught (among other
things) the relationship between a noun and the pronoun used to refer to
it. Therefore, after diagnosis of student problems, mauy of the Instructors
begin with the parts of speech but move away [rom traditional grammar to
a structural approach.

While some instructors spend the first month on grammar and skill
exercises, others have found it wvaluable to put the emphasis on a more
practical application, havinez students wrice paragraphs immediately and
attacking grammatical problems as they appear in the student samples.

Some students can handle grammar and punctuation easily in exercises but
are unable to apply the rules when they are asked to write something on

their own. For these students, free compositieon on the paragranh leve]

from the outset of instruction has proved the best meched.

Maintaining student interest can be difficult in a course centering
on grammar. However, the small-group format goes a long way toward
alleviating this problem; in addition, a number of the staff emplay
individual conferences as an integral part of their methed. The emphasis
on using both the students' own work and material developed bv the
lastructors to illustrate and cerrect errors further tempers the curse
of a totally grammatical approach.

Most instructors try to give their students some idea of what E110
is going to ask of them. Toward the end of the semester, they introduce
the rhetorical Lypes—-process, description, analysis, def
comparison/contrast, cause/effect-~taught in E110, discuss the fotm of
the essay, and mentisn research papers and the use of the library.

Like the determination of mathed, the choice ¢f textbooks is left
up to the instructor. The Writing Center has a wide selection of hooks,
. instructors can pick @ text suited to the ebility of their students.
students then purchase the raquired book at tha University Bookstore.
These instructors whose lack even the basic elements of grammar
generally use only grammar texts, supplemented by original exercises and
the students' own wrtiting., These instructors whose students alread,
have some grasp of grammatical prirciples feel that EXPLSUTE L goov
writing is a necessary adjunct to the teaching of writing, Thetefo
they indluds reading selections--essays, short stories; and poems,
generally chosen from E110 texts--as part of the course material; these
le¢tions provide subject m for student paragraphs and essav:
